Green Tip of the Month

Let's celebrate a cheap, eco-friendly, multi-usedpict: baking soda. Some of the many ways yowsarbaking soda:

- For a great green cleaning alternative, sprinkla gponge and clean your counters, fridge, anddatiwithout scratching.
Wash chemicals off fruits and vegetables by soa&imbscrubbing them in a pot of water with 3-4¢apbons of baking soda.
Use a bowl of baking soda to control moisture acpk that need it, such as under sinks. Stir agionally for maximum effec-
tiveness.

Sprinkle it on carpets and rugs to deodorize tHegave it on a half hour then vacuum. Avoid humidaar as the powder will
cake.

Soak a stinky mop in 4 tablespoons of baking saubaagallon of water, to remove its odor.

Sprinkle it on the bottom of garbage cans and gglieags and cat litter boxes to control odor.

Throw on stove fires as well as fire on clothesg),fwood, rugs and upholstery. The carbon dioxdieaking soda chokes the
oxygen that fire needs.

Keep drains free of clogs by adding 4 tablespodimking soda a week and then flushing it with\water.

Apply on fresh grease or oil spills on the gardgerfto draw away the oil and then scrape awayéiaainder.

Soak combs and brushes in a baking soda solutimmtove hair grease and hair product.

Add half a cup of baking soda to your laundry lotabrighten colors, remove stains and eliminater oElliminate tougher
clothing stains by scrubbing the powder directltoatie stain before washing.

Reduce heartburn by drinking 1/2 cup of water With teaspoon of baking soda.

Clean chrome, jewelry and silver with a baking adder paste. Rub itin, let sit if necessary,&iasd dry.

Deter ants in the garden by creating a solid lingad&ing soda that ants will generally not cross.

Relieve the pain of insect bites and stings byinpl baking soda paste onto the wound.

So, maybe you can use baking soda to replace sbthne expensive, non-eco-friendly products tha¢tag a lot of space under the
sink.
